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motivation

I am writing this in the capacity of grandson; I only have about my grandma Juliane Marie what I got from
other members of the family, as well as public records. I use the term Juliane Marie as identifier not to
confuse with other Marie's: My mom is Marie (Rie) my sister too but called Perle, daughter as well, but
called Louise and many more. The desire to talk about farmor falls in several paths.

Firstly an admiration for her, founded in a strength, common sense of life and joy with her: She went through
Ellis Island 1887; I lived in Toronto, Canada from 2000-2014 not far from there, thus creating a bond
there: Also I guess my children Louise and Robert, their mom was born in Connecticut in 1950, thus
adding to this story.

Secondly from my mothers side we have a profound respect and admiration, and thus celebration of the
female members of our family. Not in the Italian way focusing at times on the virgin Mother Marie and
some sort of saintly aspects not to say our women are not; more perhaps in just the sense of admiration of
lively, will power, yeah humour and life, of course at times might and power our mom's radiate. Therefore
it might be just appropriate that Juliane Marie's other grandchild on my dear father's brothers side, my 1*
cousin Jorgen Mark has written about our fathers achievements at great lengths, so Juliane Marie's
husband Niels, as well as their two sons my father Harald and his brother Carl, plus an autobiography on
his homepage Svallinggaard.

Thirdly we are looking to see if we can find a carrying gene: The gene which make sure that children are not
falling out of the nest too early, and well fed and taken care off. This document will examine those traits.
The background for this is the need I have experienced to have children around, the joy of raising
children, as can be seen from own experience: | myself have fostered partially five children, well about a
third of Juliane Marie's great grand children in different capacities and they are successful each in their
own right today in order of appearance in life:

I am sure Juliane Marie would be proud to know this, we (all of us parents) certainly are.

I have been trying to find anything from Juliane Marie's own hand, stories, letters anything. Nothing had come
up this far. Subsequently most here is speculation on her personal traits, choices and perspective.
If you have anything please do copy me. I will be forever grateful.

Juliane Marie's life falls I guess into some larger chunk of stories, so to organize this endeavour:

A

Formative years , from birth to Marriage at 30 years of age, including origins.

B

Active years, from becoming mother 31 years of age to her early death at 48 years of age.

Siblings, and descendants: As family is everything to her, means I have added short summaries of her siblings
to her story.

FORMATIVE YEARS birth to 29y

Forste gang vi herer om vores farmor, Juliane Marie Larsen (kaldet Marie) er gennem fetter Jorgen Mark's
(Marie's barnebarn) skildringer i forbindelse med udgivelsen af biografien om Marie's mand Niels Jeppesen
Christiansen Mark 1871-1943, en biografi Jergen har skrevet ar 2003 pa annex -ryttergaarden Blegvad til
Svallinggaard, som Juliane Marie drev sammen med Niels Mark til sin tidlige ded 1917.

Juliane Marie er datter af Skovfoged pa Sparretorn og Tybrind Lars Larsen 1823-1908 og Nielsine Magdalene
Jorgensdatter 1831-1906 og saledes Skovfoged boligen dannede ramme om hele hendes barndoom,ligesom
hendes mor havde boet der, og hendes @ldre bro ville fortsatte der. Marie's mor Nielsine Magdalene som er
fodt der: Lars Larsen allerede den 19 November 1854 som nybagt far, registreret som Skovfoged 1825 (ved
bryllup af enken Dorthea Marie Jorgensen).

Muligvis er det simpelthen for svart for
denne familie som vel nok er en af de rigeste i verden nar man anvender (Persisk) mélestok som er:

Context

Familien lever vel i en form for tidslomme med 6 sgskende, store muligheder, pd tersklen til det 1900
arhundrede; Her hvor vi treeder ind i en verden af uforstandige penge, hvor forste verdenskrig vel egentligt er
iscenesat af adelen for at styrte den gammel orden:

1 1912 kan man sige det Kinesiske 2000 ars empire falder: taet forfulgt af det gamle karnat Rusland 1917,
ligeledes instituttet som kinesiske af Ghenghis Kahn, s det Osmanniske, og alle andre sdsom det Germanske,
Ostrig Ungarn, Frankrig, afsluttende med bravour af Det Britiske som afgiver Irland 1921-23. Farmor oplever
kun prelude til dette, da hun der 1 August som den Russiske revolution begynder vel officielt 1 Marts 1917 hvor
Zar abdicere under pres. Sa farmor levede i den gamle verden.

I den verden havde storbenderne nok de bedste kar: De var vel en slags sonner af de mange godser og
herregaarde, og saledes med den franske revolution og dens dedelige konskvenser, og efterfolgende demokrati
fantasier, indfert med et to-kammer system som vel gave fordele til dem: Sdledes den omkommende nye gruppe
af streebefulde: Dem som kunne 4 medgift nok til at springe pé vognen: Resten méitte udrejse med nok ikke ret
meget andet pd lommen end biletten og hejt humer.

Har de fleste tilsyneladende svert ved at gifte sig, fordi de har ingen assets har med hjemme fra; eller maske er
alle late-blumers?

Set med disse briller er vores farmor jo et ungt forérs frisk kid, pa trods af at vere to ar aldre end Niels.

Marie har selvsagt leget mest med sin lillebror Carl Julius: med kun to rs mellemrum ligger dette lige til
hgjrebenet: der er mange aar op til de andre og Jorgen som er 7aar aeldre er vel pd baghjul af Gertrud Cathrine
9ér @ldre og Bertha som vel som piger udger et par.

Confirm

Ved konfirmationen 2nd October 1881 hvor Marie er 12 snart 13ér, far Marie den middelmadige karakter mg
(Meget Godt) for bade opforsel og kundskab. Det tyder pé en aktiv pige, som har larmet, og formentligt taget
ordet, tillige med sporadisk har last pé lektien. De er kun tre piger som konfirmeres hvor de to andre piger far
begge ug i alt, altsa en karakter bedre i det hele; de kun to drenge far henholdsvis mg+mg og godt+godt.

1890 er Juliane Marie 22aar og sikkert optaget af at hjelpe foraeldrene som nu er 66aar og S8aar som vel har
brug for hjeelp i det daglige, hvor man jo dengang sleber braende, har stor tids kreevende urtehave bier og den
slags, tilligemed henkogning, jordkuling etc, samt haandvask af alt tillige med rep af tgj. Den @ldste bror som
skal overtage Skovfoged gerningen er ogsa hjemme; her lidt om ham:

Oldest son continue the position as Park Ranger Wedelsborg

This is what happens at her parents house 1880 to their death:

Niels Jorgen den @ldste bror til Marie, var i 1880 census Klodsemager, men nu 10 &r senere har Niels Jorgen
afsluttet militeer tjenesten, og fungerer nu som Skovbetjent. Der sker det at aaret efter 16/10/1891 gifter Niels
Jorgen sig i Fons, med den lokale pige Dorthe Pedersdatter som er 17aar yngre fodt 29 December 1871,
muligvis en veninde til Juliane Marie som hun jo er jevnaldrende med. Niels Jorgen fér 1 hurtig reekkefolge
bernene Anne Kirstine 13/8-1892, Laurits Christian 12 November 1894, Carl Christian 9 Aug 1896, og Nielsine
Marie Magdalene 8 Februar 1899.

Fons Skov, Sparretorn Skovfoged bolig.
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Friggrelse

Og dette frigiver defenitivt Juliane Marie i 1894 den proces som startede allerede tidligere 1887 ved
immigrationen, men ogsé nu fra den indgroede forpligtelse som yngste datter at passe foraeldrene. Marie's @ldre
bror Niels Jorgen og hustru Dorthe tager sig af hendes foraldre, og dermed kan hun nu tage affaere om sit liv.
Dette ar 1894 flytter familien nu fra Skovfoged huset ved Sparretorn, som har varet ramme om familie livet 1
over 75aar, i hvert fald for 1815 hvor Nielsine Magdalene's &ldste soster Marie er fodt her. Saledes indtil 1894
naesten 804r, eller tre generationer om man vil, har dannet ramme om familien.

Dragkiste large chest, made by Marie's morthers father Jorgen Nielsen Broch to Marie's mother's sister aunt
Bodil Kirstine; this is crafted likely by hardwood of some sort possibly cherrywood, with brass metal handle
works, and lay-in wood pieces as centre decoration at the top; it consist of four drawers, and legs, plus a top
tiny low drawer likely designed for silverware. It is decorated with tall corner half round columns, and in all
bare witness to a resourceful family tradition in woodwork, from the old millers, crafimen in wood and timber.

The living accommodation to the left, is a two storey newly thatched house, likely wood frame house, with brick
veneer. The tall entry signal a fine portal for access to the forest area at the back. The stable to the left bare
witness to a variety of life stock, likely both, horses, calf, pigs. Likely the family had some right to harvest some
game in the forest. The fjord behind the Skovfoged bolig, Gamborg, had large scale whale hunting
(marsvin~porpoise) as late as 1880'ies, and also mackerel; all in extremely well served area to live in at the
time. Carl Peter's mother-mothers side of family lived on that other side of the Fjord at that time.

Jorgen Mark skriver videre: "(Marie) hun har formentlig efter skolegangen varet i huset pa en af
Wedelsborggardene indtil hun i 1886 som 18 &rig tager til USA for at besoge sin bror. Der er bevaret en
fodselsdags hilsener til hende fra en veninde 1 Hartford, connecticut pa 18 ars dagen den 16. November 1886 —
men det er vel en hun kendte i Danmark, som nu er flyttet til US, her et &r for hun immigrerer. Praecis hvor
leenge hun har opholdt sig 1 USA vides ikke, men noget kunne tyde pa, at det er op mod 10 ar. Hun har givet
haft arbejde 1 den tid"

Jorgen Sparretorn ankommer jo som den forste af de tre 1882 med skibet 'Indirekte' hvor han clerker for en ven
Lower East side Cherry Street; i 1883 i Vermont pa en gaard. 1884 er han i Honey Lake Valley in California,
hvor han arbejder for en mand som opdretter kalve, og fra 1890 som horsedealer indtil 1893 hvor han slér sig
permanent ned 1 Bonanza i Oregon.

Carl Christian Julius Sparretorn kommer til US 1 1890 som 19 aarig (Maskinarbejder), med skibet 'Norge' med
direction mod Reno, Nevada. Vi har intet pa hans faerden for 1910 census hvor Carl Christian er ugift farmer 1
Lost River, Klamath, Oregon. Sa for nu, kan vi ikke rigtigt reconstruere historien der for Juliane Marie.
Generelt er det vel utroligt svart for kvinder at bygge familier uden for moderens og sestres radius og tillige
helt uden for familie i1 det hele taget, og dette er vel den endegyldige aarsag til hun rejser hjem. Vi ved ikke om
der er forlist keerlighed 1 US eller anden bagage.

Hjemme i DK og bliver gift

Efter hjemkomsten fra USA, formentlig i 1895-96, far Marie ansattelse som husjomfru pa Civagard ved
Dronninglund, meder Niels og de to forelsker sig 1 hinanden og det ender med en forlovelse 1 1897.

Men 1 1890 1 census Danmark er Marie registreret som 22aarig barn tilbage hos sine foraldre 1 Fons Skovfoged
bolig; Niels Jorgen som nu er 36aar er ogsaa hjemme og arbejder som Jagtbetjent; men hun er 19 October 1898
ved brylluppet i Glestrup per Randers, registreret boende 1 Dronninglund.

Civagaard i Dronninglund

Juliane Marie's barnebarn Jergen Mark beskriver nu hvordan Marie besgger sin storesgster Bertha (Fru Bertha
Teisen) paa Civagaard. Bertha's mand Hans Christian Teisen, gardene Dronninggaard og Civagaard.
Dronninggaard blev solgt til udstykning medens Civagaard stadig eksisterer . "Marie har veret i USA udvandret
som alle de tre yngste i seskende flokken gjorde: den 8ar @ldre bror Jorgen Larsen 1861-1934, hende selv og
24r yngre bror Carl Christian Julius Larsen 1870-1951; bredrene kaldte sig i USA for 'Sparretorn', en reference
til at deres far var Skovfoged pé godset Sparretorn syd for Middelfart, under Wedelsborg."

Marie skal have noget at lave, og da der er et ledigt job som husjomfru, det vil sige leder af kekken og
husholdningspersonalet) pa Civagaard, fr hun dette job, og meder pa den méde sin tilkommende mand Niels,
som er bestyrer af landbruget, og dermed hendes narmeste chef. Marie, der 2 ar &ldre end Niels, er en dame
med stil, erfaring og udsyn og ser tillige godt ud. Hun ger indtryk pa Niels og han pa hende. De har nok haft en
felles interesse for kultur og dannelse og begge haft et enske om at skabe sig en tilvarelse pé et hgjere socialt
niveau end det, de kendte fra deres hjem. Niels har vel haft ensket om at finde en dygtig kone som delte hans
sociale ambitioner og finder i Marie denne kvinde, som tillige har segstre der er socialt godt placeret. 1 hvert fald
har de haft et veerdi feellesskab, 1 hardst arbejde, familie med seskende fester og traditioner.

Gjertrud Cathrine late at 40 years of age in 1899, to her boss about 10 years Frederich Christian From Ingerslev
born 1859, Frederich is born in Ulfborg at Holstebro. He starts out as farm assistant in 1880'ies and at 1890 he
is administering a large estate Erholm at Rerup not far from Odense, where he is boss for her Cathrine who runs
the household of several people. They never have children, but fosters some.

In 1901 census we find them in Fladstrup close to Svendborg, he is now employed as inspecteur, and she is as
his wife mother of the household, a title Cathrine maintains throughout from here. In 1911 we find them in
Butterup close to city of Holbek, where he leases the owns the estate and has hired a manager of the farm. In
1916 he is mentioned as Godsejer meaning large estate owner of Gislingegaard 1912-15; and in 1920 census
they have retired to Vesterbrogade close to Tivoli in Copenhagen. They live on the first floor of No 194 an
apartment complex owned by Johan Turmer. Cathrine perishes in 1929. He passes 1938. The Mark family kept
contact with Frederik after their aunts death, and sought assistance with him financially, and advice in family
matters regarding heritage etc.

God have given us long life maybe we will
live for another few years more. The most loving wishes to all your children, I your sincerely brother Jorgen.
Which is the last words we have from him as he dies a little over a year later 1934; He leaves behind his wife
Ada Elsie Sisson Parsons Sparretorn. She had to children with her deceased husband: Philip Oscar Parsons of
Sweden: born 1899 Cyril McLeolon Parsons and born 1900 George Parsons, Sparretorn. So we must assume
Jorgen supported this kid from the death of his father about 1918.

On the other side of the fjord in Ronas April 1872 ship Humbolt just a few years earlier:

Mrs. Sparretorn died in Eugene. She came with her family to Bonanza in 1908 and immediately became
concerned with the advancement of cultural interests in the community and in education. She helped form the
Woman's Federated Club and became its president. In addition she was active in the Methodist church where
she was a member. Mrs. Sparretorn was generous with her talents and in later years, with her husband, Mr.
Parsons, donated the land for the present Big Springs Park in Bonanza. Early in life while she lived in Nebraska
she taught school. She married K. Sparretorn 1934 and assisted in operation of the Monopole General Store in
Bonanza. She moved to Klamath Falls in 1942 to live until she went to the Sunset Home in Eugene in recent
years.

She remained alert and interested in world affairs until her death that followed a heart attack. She was a sister of
Arthur L. Sisson of Klamath Falls.

Carl in different ages, none of these is definite in year. But likely the two pictures of him as young 1890 is at
about 19-20 years of age on his way to US, ensuring they have a memory of him at home. The large US portrait
is from Reno, so we must assume he is at about 23years of age; he may have stayed longer in Reno than his
brother s Jorgen or it could be later; we just don't have the evidence. The gravestone is from Langlois Denmark
Cemetery in Oregon.

We know he is confirmed 1885 Apr 12th Confirmed Fens Kirke, bor i Sparretorn Skovfogedbolig, udemaerket
godt

We don't know much about Carl; except he is joining up with his brother in Reno Nevada at his immigration
with the ship Norge, and they continue up to Oregon after around 1893. Carl becomes US citizen in 1894.

At this time Jorgen has horses, see his auto biography. For sure Jorgen is in Bonanza Oregon by 1893 — Then in
1909 he embarked on the business of general merchant. Reno to Klamath is not too far: about 300 miles.

This is not mentioned to say that Carl follows exactly in his tracks. But for our Carl is in Oregon, census 1910
in Lost River, Klamath in the state of Oregon meaning a few miles from Jorgen.

Carl is trained blacksmith by his departure from Denmark — he is leaving directly from Fons his place of birth;
I noticed that one of his fathers brothers are blacksmith too, so perhaps the uncle was engaged in part of his up-
building. In this census he is listed as farmer who owns his farm, living alone.

1920 census he is listed as married to Lula Sparretorn; place is Langlois, Curry, Oregon which is at the pacific
coast about 250 miles from Bonanza and his brother. Almost a day travel away.; we don't know much about
Lula. All we know is when she is born, and which state his mother and his father are born in. Not much more.
OK she died already in 1935 48 years of age.

We know Carl died in 1951 in Coos which is a few mile straight north of Langlois; and burried in Denmark
Cemetery in Langlois.

tree which was built was correct into about year 1730, Beyond that it was complete fabrication. It can easy be
seen in the handwritten portion of the tree above 1730. The tree above is a true reflection of available sources,

at this time.

We did find strong evidence for the need to care for children: Juliane Marie cared for several beside her own
two sons, numerous of her husband his sibling, and some of their offspring. Also her husband Niels and his
second wife Charlotte, after Juliane Maries death fostered children as well: her brother Jorgen in the US did;
add sister Cathrine, who cared for others children. Obviously this bring lots of comfort and healing to us who
lost our parents Harald and Marie Kristine very early on, both possibly to exhaustion, and subsequently was
cared for by others.

In most pictures of Juliane Marie which is the strongest evidence we have of her, she appears happy, joyful,
proud, and caring: The first couple of pictures from her youngest years she er children maseems kind, with
strong will, and anxious. Soon we find a confident, straight minded woman in charge of family and household.
The smile on her face can be found in many pictures of her mom too, who seems to be enjoying life, and
certainly being photographed. This is very rare for the time.

To me its wonderful Grandma Juliane Marie appears so content; though she did not live to see her children
mature or experience her grand children or self as such, or her self growing old.

Possibly the lesson learned here is that a life in such marvellous circumstances as that of the Sparretorn
Skovfogedbolig might be the key to understand how not to do it from others:

separation, leaving care to strangers, as they may not appreciate your offspring as much as you
hard work and pointless accumulation

massive sacrifice, relentlessly save money

decades of fights over family assets, honour and rights

rather just:

Good Health
Happiness
Wealth
